MINUTES OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MEETING, HELD AT 7:00 P.M., AUGUST 10, 2009, 711 NORTH GALLOWAY AVENUE, MESQUITE, TEXAS

Chairman Cruce called the meeting to order and declared a quorum present. 
I. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 27, 2009, MEETING
A motion was made by Ms. Stuit and seconded by Terry Tosch to approve the minutes of July 27, 2009, adding Bob Johnson’s and Jeff Armstrong’s names as present, and removing Arti Waghray’s name. The motion passed unanimously. 
II. PUBLIC HEARING – PRELIMINARY PLAT
A. Consider a preliminary plat for the Wildwood Baptist Church Addition, being a replat of Lot 1A, Block C, Wildwood Addition and Lot 7, Block 52, L.C. Ebrites 4th Addition, submitted by Maddox Surveying, located at the northwest corner of S. Walker Street and Pecan Drive (Wildwood Baptist Church Addition, Block C, Lots 1R-1 and 2R-2).
Sam Motley presented the request stating they have received staff recommendations.  The Commission discussed recommendations with staff and it was determined that some of the recommendations were unnecessary. Chairman Cruce opened the public hearing.  No one appeared and Ms. Cruce closed the public hearing.
A motion was made by Mr. Tosch and seconded by Ms. Stuit to approve the preliminary plat with staff conditions 1 through 6, eliminating recommendations 7, 8 and 9.  The motion passed by a vote of 4-1 with Mr. Akin dissenting.  Mr. Akin felt that condition number 7 regarding the driveway should not have been eliminated. 

III. PUBLIC HEARING – ZONING

A. Consider an application for a Zoning Change from Commercial and Military Parkway/Scyene Corridor Overlay to Commercial and Military Parkway/Scyene Corridor Overlay with a Conditional Use Permit for Ambulance Services, submitted by Daryl Quigley, Texas LIfeline Corporation on property described as Blue Bell Addition No. 2, Block A, Lot 3, located at 1210 W. Scyene Road, Suite D (Zoning File No. 342-14B-2009).
Daryl Quigley presented the request.  Mr. Quigley explained that their operation would have very little impact on the neighborhood and that they were very conscientious about they way they run their business.  They feel that this location is ideal for security reasons because they can park their emergency vehicles inside.  Mr. Quigley explained that his ambulances would not run with lights and sirens through the parking lot and that most of their call would not be emergency calls.  Commissioners Allen and Akin had questions about employee coverage and uses of the building.  Mr. Quigley explained that the property will be monitored 24 hours a day, 7 days a week with rotating, staggered, 8-12 hour shifts of possibly 4 to 16 paramedics and EMTs.  The location will have shower facilities and a place to rest but will not offer “lodging” for the employees.  Mr. Quigley had concerns about staff’s 2-vehicle limitation because he feels that their business will expand and require more than 2 ambulances.  In addition, he had concerns about limited ingress and egress.  Commissioner Allen stated that the operation would be similar to a fire station and is in favor.  Commissioners Tosch and Stuit are in favor of having additional ambulance services in the City but not at this location.  
Chairman Cruce opened the public hearing.  Mr. Abdallah Adham, owner of the property, appeared in favor of the request.  He feels it is a good use of the property and good for the City.  Mr. Bob Splepter appeared in favor and stated that it would be impossible for this property to conform to our Zoning Ordinance for retail use due to the parking requirements.  He stated that this service is a good use for the property and should be allowed.  Mr. Steven Cooper appeared and stated that he knows the applicant very well, can vouch for their operation and said they would be an asset.  No one else appeared and Ms. Cruce closed the public hearing.

A motion was made by Mr. Akin and seconded by Mr. Tosch to deny the request.  The vote was 3 to 2 with Richard Allen and Jane Ann Cruce dissenting.  The Commission failed to take action on the motion by failing to secure 4 votes for or against.  Therefore, by Ordinance, the item is automatically continued to the next meeting.
IV. DIRECTOR’S REPORT

A. Report on recent City Council action.
Jeff Armstrong reported on recent and upcoming Planning and Zoning items.
There being no further business for the Commission, Chairman Cruce adjourned the meeting at 7:40 P.M.
