I.
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 26, 2007, MEETING

Ms. Burkett moved to approve the minutes of the July 26, 2007, meeting.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

II. SPECIAL EXCEPTION
A. Case No. 3549


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Scott Robertson for a special exception to allow a carport/patio cover to encroach 20 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback at 3409 Gayle Drive.


Scott Robertson, 3409 Gayle Drive, presented the case.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Mr. Travis moved to approve the request as submitted.  Mr. Craine seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

B.
Case No. 3550

Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Metro Patio on behalf of Judith Woodson for a special exception to allow a carport to encroach 20 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback at 2509 Jeanette Drive.

Tom Freely, 4441 I-30, Mesquite, TX 75150, presented the case on behalf of Judith Woodson.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.
Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Mr. Travis moved to approve the request as submitted.  Ms. Burkett seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
III.
SPECIAL EXCEPTION AND VARIANCE

A. Case No. 3543


Conduct a public hearing to reconsider an application submitted by Jose C. Arriaga for a special exception to allow a carport to encroach 23 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback and a variance to allow a carport to encroach 1 foot into the required 5-foot interior side yard setback at 3615 Hogan Drive. (Previously heard on June 28, 2007)


Jose C. Arriaga, 3615 Hogan Drive, Mesquite, TX 75150, presented the case.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  The discussion included reducing the request of the front and side encroachment in order for the proposed carport to be more inline with the existing carports within the neighborhood.  Mr. Craine proposed that the request be limited to 20-foot front encroachment and no side yard encroachment.  The applicant agreed to the modification.

Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Mr. Craine moved to approve the request for a special exception to allow a 20 ft encroachment and to deny the variance request for a 1-foot side yard encroachment.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

B. Case No. 3551


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Metro Patio on behalf of Joe Gonzales for a special exception to allow a carport to encroach 16 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback and a variance to allow a carport to encroach 4 feet into the required 5-foot interior side yard setback at 1203 Caladium Drive.


Tom Freely, 4441 I-30, Mesquite, TX 75150, presented the case on behalf of Joe Gonzales.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  The discussion concluded that a variance request was not needed.   


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Mr. Craine moved to approve the request for the special exception as requested and to deny the request for a variance.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

C. Case No. 3552


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Metro Patio on behalf of Mary Lippincott for a special exception to allow a carport to encroach 16 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback and a variance to allow a carport to encroach 4 feet into the required 5-foot interior side yard setback at 4421 Oleander Trail.


Tom Freely, 4441 I-30, Mesquite, TX 75150, presented the case on behalf of Joe Gonzales.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.     


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Ms. Burkett moved to approve the request as submitted.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

IV.
VARIANCE
A. Case No. 3553


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Steve Nordseth for a variance to reduce the required number of parking spaces from 19 spaces to 13 spaces at 5110 N. Galloway Avenue.


Steve Nordseth, 4539 Gus Thomasson Road, Mesquite, TX 75150 and Craig King, presented the case. 


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.    


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Ms. Burkett moved to approve the request as submitted per the findings stated in the staff report for Case #3553.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

B. Case No. 3554


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Tom Townley on behalf of Living Water Ministries for a variance to allow the principal structure to encroach 20 feet into the 25-foot exterior side yard setback at 2232 Franklin Drive.


Tom Chaplin, presented the case. 


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Mr. Travis moved to approve the request as submitted.  Mr. Craine seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

V.
SIGN VARIANCE
A.
Case No. 227


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Trent Eckfeld on behalf of Women’s Hospital Dallas Regional Medical Center for variances to exceed the maximum number of allowed signs allowed on a site, the maximum height and square footage, and to reduce the required setback from the property line at 3500 IH 30.


Trent Eckfield, 1122 W Faith Cir, Bradenton, FL 34212, presented the case on behalf of Women’s Hospital Dallas Regional Medical Center.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant. 

Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.


Ms. Vidler stated that the proposed large wall sign is intrusive and that width should be reduced.  The applicant agreed to reduce the width of the wall sign to 13 feet. 


Ms. Vidler noted that property owner notices had four responses against the request. 


Ms. Burkett moved to approve the request for the following variances: 

1. A variance to increase the square footage of three monuments (A2.1, A2.2, &A2.3 from 50 sq ft to 60 sq ft);
2. A variance increase the height from 10 ft to 16ft and increase the area from 50 sq ft to 160 sq ft for a monument sign (A1.2);
3. A variance to allow the proposed wall sign with a width of 13 feet.

Mr. Craine seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Craine move to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 7:57 p.m.
