Chairman Cruce called the meeting to order and declared a quorum present.

I. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 23, 2010, MEETINGS
A motion was made by Mr. Akin and seconded by Ms. Dunn to approve the minutes of August 23, 2010. The motion passed unanimously.
II. DRIVEWAY VARIANCES
A. Consider a request by Fredrica Kiawu for Ark of God International for a traffic variance to Ordinance 3791; Section 15-150(2).  A variance to reduce the driveway separation requirement to allow a driveway on property located at 1118 Rodeo Center Boulevard.

Liz Butler briefed the Commission on the case summarizing Staff’s recommendations. Chris Lam, Lam Consulting Eng., presented the request for the applicant.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tosch and seconded by Mr. Johnson to approve the request as shown on the site plan. The motion passed unanimously.
B. Consider requests by Braum’s for two traffic variances to Ordinance 3791; Section 15-150(2);
1. A variance to allow a reduced minimum separation of a proposed driveway onto Galloway and the intersection of West Kimbrough Street from 50 feet to 35 feet;
2. A variance to allow a reduced minimum separation of a proposed driveway onto North Lane Street and the intersection of West Kimbrough Street from 50 feet to 30 feet.
Liz Butler briefed the Commission on the case summarizing Staff’s recommendations.  The applicant was not present.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tosch and seconded by Mr. R. Allen to approve the request. The motion passed unanimously.
III. PUBLIC HEARINGS – ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT

A. Consider amendments to 3-203, 3-600, and 6-100 of the Mesquite Zoning Ordinance pertaining to restrictions on the use, location and appearance of outdoor vending machines (Zoning Text Amendment File No. 2010-3).
A motion was made by Mr. L. Allen and seconded by Ms. Dunn to table the request until the September 27, 2010, meeting. The motion passed unanimously.
