I.
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 23, 2007, MEETING

Ms. Burkett moved to approve the minutes of the August 23, 2007, meeting.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

II. SPECIAL EXCEPTION
A. Case No. 3555


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Mary McDowell for a special exception to allow a carport/patio cover to encroach 21 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback at 1320 Rosemont Street.


Mary McDowell, 1320 Rosemont Street, presented the case.


The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  The applicant stated that the carport will be wider than the driveway and that the carport will have a pointed roof. 


Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Ms. Burkett moved to approve the request as submitted.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

B.
Case No. 3556

Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Metro Patio on behalf of Greg Dodson for a special exception to allow a carport to encroach 16 feet into the required 30-foot front yard setback at 4835 Stallcup Drive.
Tom Freely, 4441 I-30, Mesquite, TX 75150, and Greg Dodson, 4835 Stallcup Drive, presented the case.  Mr. Freely presented pictures 

The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  It was noted there are 8 houses on the street with front entry driveways.  Additionally, there is a paved alley within the neighborhood.  The discussion included remedies to put the proposed carport in the rear.
Ms. Vidler opened the public hearing asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request.  As no one came forward to speak, Ms. Vidler closed the public hearing.

Ms. Mendoza moved to table the request until October 25, 2007, BOA meeting.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
III.
VARIANCE

A. Case No. 3547


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Linda Dugger for a variance to allow a fence to exceed the maximum height of eight feet by 1 foot for a total height of 9 feet at 2521 Waterloo Lane. (Tabled from July 26, 2007)


Linda Dugger, 2521 Waterloo, Mesquite, TX 75181, presented the case.  The Board discussed the case among themselves and with the applicant.  Ms. Dugger stated that the contractor has refused to correct the fence.  She also stated she has contacted other fence contractors to correct the fence but due to recent medical complications she has not been able to have the work done.  


The consensus of the Board was to allow the applicant additional time to work with staff to bring the fence in compliance with City’s ordinances.


Ms. Burkett moved to table the request until the November 15, 2007, meeting to allow the applicant to comply with the ordinance.  Mr. Travis seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

B. Case No. 3548


Conduct a public hearing to consider an application submitted by Franco Rejendiz for a variance to allow an accessory structure to encroach 1 foot into the required 3-foot rear yard setback and to encroach 2 feet and 6 inches into the 5-foot side yard setback at 2819 Cumberland Drive. (Tabled from July 26, 2007)


Ms. Vidler stated that upon inspection by Staff, the subject storage building is now compliant with the setback requirements and therefore the case is withdrawn. 
There being no further business for the Board, Vice Chairman Vidler adjourned the meeting at 7:26 p.m.
